5. Extract the contents of the resulting ZIP file cdq20231s14. zi p to the SpectrumDirectory.

Technology Platform server.

3. Use the link in the release announcement to download the ZIP file cdq20231s14_Li nux. zi p
containing the product update

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4. FTP the cdq20231s14. t ar. gz file in binary mode to a temporary directory on the Spectrum
Technology Platform server machine.

5. Back up these folders to a different location:

e SpectrunDi rectory/ server/ depl oy

6. Change directory to $GLDCGdirectory or to the directory where Spectrum Technology Platform
is installed (SpectrumDirectory).

7. Untar the file using this command to the temporary directory:
tar -xvf TenporaryDirectory/cdq20231sl4.tar. gz

8. Runthe SpectrunDirectory/server/bin/server.start scriptto start the Spectrum
Technology Platform server.
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
